UAA Guidelines for Dual Credit ED105

1. Formalized dual credit agreement in which the school provides the instructor and students enroll in the course as both a high school elective and college credit at the rate of $75/course. Requires at least ten students. 
2. Formalized MOA in which UAA provides the instructor and students enroll in the course as both a high school elective and college credit at $75/course. Requires at least ten students. [This is what the three Sitka-area high schools are doing]
3. No formalized agreement, and students individually enroll in an EDEC course, submitting their transcript as evidence of having completed the course for HS elective credit. UAA refers to this as Secondary Students Taking College Classes.
Before we can offer dual credit, we must approve the instructor. In our case, the dual credit courses available are aligned with NAEYC specialized accreditation. Therefore, the instructor must have an undergraduate or graduate degree in early childhood education. Our faculty review all resumes/CV before approving the instructor.
